Blueberry Cream Cheese Pie

1 pkg (8 oz size) cream cheese, softened

3/4 cup powdered sugar

1 teaspoon vanilla

1 cup heavy cream, whipped

9-inch baked pie shell

1 can (1 lb, 5 oz size) blueberry pie filling, chilled

In large bowl, beat cream cheese with sugar and vanilla.  Fold in whipped cream.  Pour into pie shell.  Top with blueberry pie filling.  Chill for several hours before serving.  Makes 8 servings.

Spinach Rolls

2 pkg (10 oz size) frozen chopped spinach, thawed

1 cup sour cream

1 cup mayonnaise

1/2 bottle (3 oz size) bacon bits

1 pkg (1 oz) ranch style salad dressing mix

1/2 cup chopped green onions

1/4 cup chopped water chestnuts

10 (8-inch) flour tortillas

Squeeze all moisture from spinach.  In a bowl, combine spinach, sour cream, mayonnaise, bacon bits, dressing mix, onions, and water chestnuts; mix well.  Spread evenly over tortillas and roll tortillas tightly.  Chill overnight.  Slice into 1-inch pieces.  Makes about 6 dozen pieces.
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
